LEASE SUPPLEMENT BETWEEN CITY AND GMA FOR 2010 LOADMASTER GARBAGE TRUCK: James Colson motioned to approve the lease, as was previously discussed and agreed on in the May 2, 2011 regular meeting to purchase the 2010 Loadmaster from Municipal Equipment Sales for $91,380.00 through the GMA lease program. Phil NeSmith seconded, motion passed.
1ST MODIFICATION TO CONTRACT, HAWKINSVILLE INDUSTRIAL/TECHNOLOGY PARK INFRASTRUCTURE IMPROVEMENTS/SANITARY SEWER IMPROVEMENTS- PHASE #1:

James Colson motioned to approve the modification. Phil NeSmith seconded, motion passed. Manager Murkerson explained the modification to the contract was to add an additional man hole as recommended by Ocmulgee Engineers for an additional $1,800.00. The original project cost was $110,795.42. This project is being paid from SPLOST funds.
AGREEMENT BETWEEN THE GEORGIA DEPT. OF CORRECTIONS DODGE STATE PRISON AND THE CITY OF HAWKINSVILLE: James Colson motioned to approve the agreement. Phil NeSmith seconded, motion passed.

Manager Murkerson explained the agreement was for the men’s detail from Dodge State Prison which included one guard and 6 to 10 inmates at the same budgeted cost as last year for an amount of $39,500.00.
