The Board of Commissioners of the City of Hawkinsville, Georgia met in a Called Meeting Wednesday, June 29, 2011 at 6:00 p.m. at City Hall with Chairman Shelly Berryhill presiding.

COMMISSIONERS PRESENT: Chairman Shelly Berryhill, Vice-Chair Henry Cravey, James Colson, Phil NeSmith and Wilson Credle.

OTHERS PRESENT: City Manager Jerry Murkerson, Finance Director Mitchell Woods and City Clerk Evelyn Herrington and Utilities Clerk Bettie Solomon.

ORDINANCE TO ADOPT THE FISCAL YEAR 2012 BUDGET: 
Manager Murkerson presented the 2011/2012 budget which included the following:

A 2% compensation increase fund for all employees, 

funding for United Pulaski, Inc. ($10,000.),

funding for the Downtown Development Authority ($25,000. + $16,020. for startup of community market),

no increase in tax millage rate,

increase in Recreation Department funding to $75,000.,

funding for dilapidated housing ($24,000.)

The capital expenditures included for major capital projects will be completed with SPLOST funds.

Shelly Berryhill motioned to adopt the $9,055,710.00 fiscal year 2012 budget. Phil NeSmith seconded, motion passed.

Wilson Credle requested the minutes reflect that he was in favor of the budget, but wanted United Pulaski, Inc. to be funded as $5,000.00 general and $5,000.00 Commission approved projects.

Phil NeSmith stated he would go along with the increase in funding the Recreation Dept.

with no further increases for 5 years. The Fire Agreement with the county would save the city approximately $33,000.00 which is the expense of employees.
Manager Murkerson and the Commission commended each department head for reviewing their budget and making changes appropriately. They also commended Mitchell Woods for his hard work and commitment to our budget process.
ORDINANCE TO AMEND THE FISCAL YEAR 2011 BUDGET: Phil NeSmith motioned to adopt the fiscal year 2011 amended budget. Henry Cravey seconded, motion passed.
Mitchell Woods reported the overall effect was an increase of $703,700.00

BAD DEBT LIST: James Colson motioned to approve the bad debt list for utilities. Phil NeSmith seconded, motion passed. The city does have an agreement through GMA with Penn Credit. Cravey requested results of collections.

MILEAGE REIMBURSEMENT RATES: Wilson Credle motioned to approve the rate at the current IRS rates effective June 1, 2011. Henry Cravey seconded, motion passed.

INMATE AGREEMENT WITH PULASKI STATE PRISON:
Shelly Berryhill motioned to approve the agreement with the Pulaski State Prison for
the women’s detail. Henry Cravey seconded, motion passed.

Murkerson stated the county was also considering a detail.

RESCHEDULE JULY REGULAR MEETING: The Regular Meeting for July is July 4th Holiday. Shelly Berryhill motioned to reschedule the meeting to Monday July 11, 2011.

Henry Cravey seconded, motion passed.

RESCHEDULE SEPTEMBER REGULAR MEETING. The Regular Meeting for September is September 5th Labor Day Holiday. Shelly Berryhill motioned to reschedule the meeting for Monday September 12, 2011. Wilson Credle seconded, motion passed.

THIRD MODIFICATION TO CONTRACT ADDITIONAL WORK ORCHARD HILL WATER IMPROVEMENT PROJECT CDBG-R-09-CR-5109: Ocmulgee Consultants presented a letter of recommendation that to tie the new domestic water into the existing water main the work must be completed at night. The cost associated with this work is $4,000.00. Henry Cravey motioned to approve the additional cost, directing City Manager to try to negotiate the price to $3,000.00. James Colson seconded, motion passed.
It was recommended that in future projects there should be a clause, no extra cost to city.

James Colson talked about concerns from a customer related to the neighbor’s dog.

Henry Cravey stated he had picked up information on Electric Cars at the GMA Convention in Savannah. The cost estimated at $11,000. with three batteries that last 3 to 5 years, but have no air condition.
There being no further business.
